Presentation

This release presents the company’s business segments in two subtotals, the Acetyl Chain and Materials Solutions, based on similarities among
customers, business models and technical processes. The Acetyl Chain includes the company’s Acetyl Intermediates segment and the Industrial
Specialties segment. Materials Solutions includes the company’s Advanced Engineered Materials segment and the Consumer Specialties segment.
For comparative purposes, the historical financial information included herein has been presented to reflect the Acetyl Chain and Materials Solutions
subtotals. There has been no change to the composition of the company’s business segments.

Non-GAAP Financial Measures
Use of Non-US GAAP Financial Information

This release uses the following non-US GAAP measures: adjusted EBIT, operating EBITDA, adjusted earnings per share, adjusted free cash flow and
net debt. These measures are not recognized in accordance with US GAAP and should not be viewed as an alternative to US GAAP measures of
performance. The most directly comparable financial measure presented in accordance with US GAAP in our consolidated financial statements for
adjusted EBIT and operating EBITDA is net earnings (loss); for adjusted earnings per share is earnings (loss) from continuing operations per common
share-diluted; for adjusted free cash flow is cash flow from operations; and for net debt is total debt.

Definitions of Non-US GAAP Financial Measures

. Adjusted EBIT is defined by the Company as net earnings (loss) less interest income plus loss (earnings) from discontinued operations,
interest expense and taxes, and further adjusted for certain items and amounts attributable to noncontrolling interests ("NCI"). Adjusted
EBIT by business segment may also be referred to by management as segment income. Adjusted EBIT by core may also be referred to by
management as core income.

. Operating EBITDA is defined by the Company as net earnings (loss) less interest income plus loss (earnings) from discontinued operations,
interest expense, taxes and depreciation and amortization, and further adjusted for certain items and amounts attributable to NCI.
Operating EBITDA is equal to adjusted EBIT plus depreciation and amortization.

. Adjusted earnings per share is defined by the Company as earnings (loss) from continuing operations, adjusted for income tax (provision)
benefit, certain items, refinancing and related expenses and amounts attributable to NCI, divided by the number of basic common shares,
convertible preferred shares and dilutive restricted stock units and stock options calculated using the treasury method.

. Note: The income tax rate used for adjusted earnings per share approximates the midpoint in a range of forecasted tax rates for the year.
This range may include certain partial or full-year forecasted tax opportunities, where applicable, and specifically excludes changes in
uncertain tax positions, discrete items and other material items adjusted out of our GAAP earnings for adjusted earnings per share purposes,
and changes in management's assessments regarding the ability to realize deferred tax assets. We also reflect the impact of foreign tax
credits when utilized for the adjusted earnings per share tax rate. We analyze this rate quarterly and adjust if there is a material change in
the range of forecasted tax rates; an updated forecast would not necessarily result in a change to our tax rate used for adjusted earnings
per share. The adjusted tax rate is an estimate and may differ from the actual tax rate used for GAAP reporting in any given reporting
period. It is not practical to reconcile our prospective adjusted tax rate to the actual GAAP tax rate in any given future period.

. Adjusted free cash flow is defined by the Company as cash flow from operations less other productive asset purchases, operating cash flow
from discontinued operations and certain cash flow adjustments, including amounts attributable to NCI and capital contributions from
outside stockholders of the Company's consolidated ventures.

. Net debt is defined by the Company as total debt less cash and cash equivalents, adjusted for amounts attributable to NCI.
