This will
form the basis for reflecting critically on established pedagogical practices, which focus predominantly on
content, and the expectation that learners simply ‘pick up  the language.

Topics include:

1. Contrasting features of CLIL and other approaches.

2. Pedagogical issues relating to a ‘counterbalanced approach’ that integrates both language and content.
3. Scaffolding techniques in response to leamers’ language production that includes when, what, and how o correct.
4. Appreciation of the importance that scaffolding has in supporting student participation while holding
oral interaction as the key source of learmning.

5. Planning noticing and awareness activities, followed by providing guided and independent practice.

The seminar will include interactive lecture segments, followed up by questions and tasks, which participants
will acquire from content covered in the seminar. Participants will develop an understanding how shifting
leamers’ attention between content and language increases depth of processing and strengthens metalinguistic
awareness. Finally, participants will examine the importance of teacher collaboration in the future success of
CLIL in Japanese schools.
