In order to understand Kyoto and court culture, it is essential to begin with the Heian period (794-1185). While remnants of the Heian
period can be seen in the layout of the city, it is the sherds of pottery buried in the ground that reveal a great deal about the history and
culture of ancient Japan. The pieces of pottery uncovered through excavations are essential tools for archaeological research. This
exhibition focuses on such pottery sherds. Research on pottery (earthenware and stoneware) has progressed significantly in recent years,
revealing much about everyday life and culture during the Heian period. This exhibition introduces the ceramics, production technologies,
and pottery characteristics of the Heian period. Additionally, it serves to recreate the dining table of the contemporary people in the Heian
capital. You are invited to experience daily life during the Heian period and the feasts hosted by the aristocrats of the capital, and learn
about the characteristics of this time period in ancient Japan.
